We have enjoyed a busy week with baseline assessments dominating 

some curriculum time.  I am pleased to say that the new students 

have grown in confidence and that their new routines and 

surroundings are now familiar.  

 

As you know, the school has expanded since last year, adding five 

classes between Years 1-6. To ensure our younger students have age-

appropriate play opportunities, we have decided to create a new play area for them, with lots of new 

equipment such as building blocks, scooters, hoops and dens. They will still keep their two sessions on 

the large Adventure playground and two sessions playing team games on the Astroturf, so we feel this 

is a wonderful opportunity for the younger students to develop their social and gross and fine -motor 

skills w hilst playing alongside their teachers.  

 

Alongside the importance of exercise it is necessary to mention the importance of healthy eating and 

ask that you provide healthy snacks and lunches for your children. Examples of healthy snacks 

include: raisins, apples, oranges or grapes, popcorn, bananas, carrot or cucumber sticks, cheese, bread 

sticks and baked wheat snacks, yoghurt, and a carton of milk or fruit juice.  

 

Please avoid sugary snacks like cookies, muffins and cakes. Chocolate snacks are not allowed. Please 

remember we are also a nut-free school.
